WHEREAS, He was a leader in the community and a mentor to many; active in civic affairs, he served on the boards of the San Benito Bank and Trust and the Amigo Savings and Loan; he also served as an advisor to the government's Bracero Program during the Kennedy administration; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Esparza was an avid hunter and sportsman, and he shared his enthusiasm for the outdoors with his family and his many friends; and
WHEREAS, A man of courage, strength, and compassion, Mr. Esparza gave generously to others, and his wisdom, warmth, and valued counsel will not be forgotten by those who knew him; and
WHEREAS, A devoted husband, father, and grandfather, he will long be remembered with affection and admiration by all who were privileged to share in his life; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas, 81st Legislature, hereby extend sincere condolences to the bereaved family and friends of José Dionicio Ramirez Esparza; and, be it further
