WHEREAS, Elizabeth Chu Richter has been inducted into the Corpus Christi Business Hall of Fame by Junior Achievement of South Texas; and

WHEREAS, Elizabeth Chu Richter is the CEO of Richter Architects, an award-winning architectural design and planning firm that she co-owns with her husband, David Richter; she is particularly noted for the inventive community-focused and family-focused design vision that she brings to many civic and public building projects; among her commissions is the Brooks County Safety Rest Area, which earned one of 13 Honor Awards for architecture from the American Institute of Architects (AIA) in 1999; the rest stop shared that distinction with an art museum in Helsinki, Finland, and the headquarters of the World Bank, in Washington, D.C.; she has also joined with her husband in creating a series of two-minute radio spots called "The Shape of Texas," which has served to increase public awareness and understanding of architecture and its possibilities; and
WHEREAS, Born in Nanjing, China, Ms. Richter attended schools in Hong Kong before moving to Dallas with her family at the age of 13; she graduated from The University of Texas with a bachelor's degree in architecture in 1974; after college, she balanced raising her three children with working part-time as an architect until 1989, when she joined Richter Architects full-time; certified as a green builder through the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design program with the U.S. Green Building Council, she is the recipient of a 2001 Young Architect Award from the AIA, and in 2005 she was elected to the AIA College of Fellows, one of the highest honors that the organization can bestow on a member; and
WHEREAS, Elizabeth Chu Richter has made an impressive contribution to the built environment of South Texas, and through her work she has touched the lives of many fellow citizens; now, therefore, be it
