WHEREAS, This distinguished Texan has earned a number of accolades for his exceptional public service; in 2010, he was recognized as a Public Official of the Year by Governing magazine for his bipartisan work on corrections reform; the following year, the American Legislative Exchange Council named him State Legislator of the Year for advancing policies based on the Jeffersonian principles of free markets, limited government, federalism, and individual liberty; and
WHEREAS, In all of his endeavors, Mr. Madden has enjoyed the support of a loving family that includes his wife, Barbara, his children, Jerry, Stephanie, and Kristina, and his grandchildren, Logan, Samantha, Alisa, Joseph, and Sarah; and
WHEREAS, The tremendous dedication and vision of Jerry Madden have made a positive difference in the lives of his fellow citizens, and his contributions will long continue to resonate in the state he is proud to call home; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 83rd Texas Legislature hereby honor former State Representative Jerry Madden for his decades of service to the Lone Star State and extend to him sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
